Notice of Race
Irish Universities Sailing Association Western Championships

22 / 23 November 2003 
Hosted by The University Of Limerick Sailing Club.

1. Rules

1.1 The event will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing including Appendix D, this Notice of Race and the Sailing instructions.

1.2 Racing will be umpired.

1.3 Competitors shall wear adequate personal buoyancy. Competitors will be required to wear buoyancy aids with the CE quality mark clearly displayed. All buoyancy aids will be required to have reflective strips, clearly visible.
1.4 Right of Appeal will be denied. 

1.5 Racing will be in team racing format.

2. Entries


2.1 Entries will be accepted from teams of six to sail in three boat teams. All entrants are required to have valid ID from their respective universities, to be inspected at registration.

2.2 Entries must be received no later than 1700 on Friday 7th November 2003. Entries are on a first come first served basis with the maximum number of teams limited to the amount that the organising committee sees as a safe and capable amount. The organising committee includes the UL Activity Centre.

2.3 The entry fee is €120, and an additional charge of €40 will be charged for use of the boats. Late entrants may be accepted at the discretion of the organising committee of the UL sailing club, and will be charged an additional €1000 (one thousand euros) late entry fee. 

2.5 Each team shall lodge a damage deposit of 300 euro at registration. They will be returned at the end of the event if no damages have been incurred. If a deduction is made following an incident a further cheque to restore the deposit may be required before a team may continue. 

2.6 The balance of the entry fee will be payable on Friday 21st November 2003 at registration. 

2.7 The sailing Instructions will be made available at registration


3. Registration and Briefing 


3.1 Registration shall be from 18.00-22:00 on Friday 21st November 2003 in the Sports club, beside UL Arena.

3.2 There will be a captain’s briefing at 21.30 in the Sports Bar. All captains must attend.

3.3 Racing briefing will be held at 0930 on the 22nd of November 2003 at University of Limerick Activity Centre, Killaloe.


4. Race Programme


4.1 The first warning signal will sound at 10.30 on Saturday 22nd. The first warning signal on Sunday 23rd shall sound at 0930. 

4.2 The race format shall be indicated within the sailing instructions.

4.3 Racing will take place from the University of Limerick Activity Centre, Killaloe.


5. Liability Exclusion 


5.1 Competitors are entirely responsible for their own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing reduces this responsibility 

5.2 By going out to race, competitors confirm they are competent to sail and compete in the prevailing conditions. 

5.3 Nothing done by the organizers can reduce the responsibility of competitors, nor will it make the organizers responsible for death or injury however it may have occurred. The ‘’organizers’’ encompass everyone involved in running the event.

6. Other details
6.1 Protest flags shall not be provided by the organising committee.
